The technology used has been patented and extensively tested in the United States over the past 20 years, but, thus far, no-one had had the brilliant insight to use it for the most temperature sensitive area of all – infant care.

37 Degrees is the brainchild of Karen Welman, nominated for  ‘Inventor of the Year’ for her ‘Well Baby Cot’ and ‘Well Baby Wheels’ (an infant car seat that converts to a pushchair) and Vanessa Field, a top children’s wear buyer for the past twelve years.

As Karen explains, the 37 Degrees range is already being developed for other markets, “The range was originated with newborns and young babies in mind.  However, we are also looking to expand the range to include car seat covers, bedding and pyjamas for older children and to move into outdoor jackets and general clothing. At the moment this technology is only used in extreme sports wear and space exploration, but the broader opportunities are fantastic, as we know it works.”

Karen continues, “ As a designer, I also wanted to ensure that the range is as cute and stylish as other leading baby wear brands.”
